The Davis County Commissioners will hold a public meeting on the proposed transportation local option sales tax ballot proposition (Proposition 1) on Wednesday, October 21, 2015 at 6:30 pm, or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard.  The public meeting will be held in the Commission Chambers.  Pursuant to Utah Code Ann. 59-1-1605, the County Commission shall allow equal time, within reasonable limit, for a presentation of the arguments in favor of the ballot proposition and against the ballot proposition.  The County Commission shall also provide any interested person desiring to be heard an opportunity to present oral testimony at the public meeting within reasonable time limits.   

	Miss Utah’s Outstanding Teen comments
	
Neka Roundy, Davis County Tourism, explained Davis County is one of the sponsors of the Miss Davis County Pageant and as part of the pageant, the director puts on the Miss Outstanding Teen Pageant.  Davis County’s Miss Outstanding Teen is Madeline Pettit.  As such, Madeline recently participated in the Miss Utah’s Outstanding Teen Pageant – and won!  Neka introduced Madeline, Madeline’s mother, Chaunntel Pettit, Desiree Werrett, new director for the Miss Davis County Pageant, and Kellie Buckalew, Assistant Director.  Commissioner Millburn congratulated Madeline and invited her to share her pageant experience.  She enjoyed the pageant and was surprised she won.  Her platform is “Be a Patriot and Honor American Freedom.”   She has been promoting it through “Labs for Liberty,” a non-profit organization that trains labs specifically to help veterans suffering from PTSD and other maladies.  She said it is an incredible opportunity for her to work with the dogs.  As Miss Utah Outstanding Teen, she is also working with “Operation Teddy Bear.”  She is hoping to raise funds and support to assemble 75 comfort bears with parents’ voice boxes for the children of Utah soldiers deployed in Afghanistan.  She distributed invitations to the commissioners and invited those in attendance to join her on Thursday, November 5th from 6-8 p.m. at the “Build-A-Bear” store at Farmington Station.  Madeline hopes to represent Davis County and Utah well at the Miss America Outstanding Teen Pageant next July.  Commissioner Millburn congratulated Madeline and wished her well.  He suggested that after putting together the budget for next year, the members of the budget committee might benefit from one of the labs.  She said she would bring in one of the puppies.             

	Miss Davis County Pageant Director comments
	
Desiree Werrett, Miss Davis County Pageant Director, said she has lived in Davis County for almost 12 years and loves it.  “This is a county that is worth having pride for.  The people here are loving, they are intelligent, they are community-focused people and you can really see that in our youth.”  Desiree worked as the assistant director of the pageant last year.  She feels this is a great opportunity to “showcase the wonderful, beautiful, smart and talented young women that we have in our county.”  She appreciates Davis County’s support of the pageant.  She shared an outline of events leading up to the pageant on March 5, 2016 at Clearfield High School and plans to fill the seats.  Commissioner Millburn asked how young women get involved.  He noticed only a handful of young women were participating at last year’s pageant.  Desiree said they are focusing on more advertising and publicity this year, particularly to the high schools and their scholarship counselors.  Weber State University donates scholarship money and they are hoping to get the University of Utah involved.  They would like to have one girl from each city compete in the pageant.  Desiree’s focus is on service to the community and will be encouraging service-motivated platforms.  The orientation is scheduled for November 7. Kellie said she is excited to be working with the girls and is inspired by them.  Commissioner Millburn expressed appreciation for all they do.  He also recognized “the moms” and Madeline’s mother, Chauntell, in attendance today.  He said he hopes Madeline lets her mother wear the crown once in a while.  Commissioner Petroff asked Madeline if she is going to continue participating in the pageants, such as Miss Davis County.  Madeline said she enjoys competing and is considering more pageants.  She said she has grown tremendously by taking pride in her platform and enjoys knowing she can make a difference in the community.  Commissioner Smith said Madeline represents Davis County very well and he is appreciative of her youth and her energy. #2015-532 of Davis County Council of Governments’ recommendation on June 17, 2015 to utilize the Davis County Corridor Preservation Funds for advance acquisition of the Dema Jo Call Trust property (Tax ID 12-104-0167) for the West Davis Corridor through the Utah Department of Transportation.  The one-time purchase price is $210,699.10.
