Congressional 

update 
 Commissioner Millburn introduced Rhonda Perks, Field Representative for Congressman Chris 

Stewart’s Office, who regularly attends the Commission Meetings.  She was invited to provide a report on a 

quarterly basis on what is transpiring at the Congressman’s office.  He asked Rhonda to give Congressman 

Stewart the Commissioners’ appreciation for the hard work he does on behalf of the citizens of Davis County 

and the State of Utah.  He also said that if there is anything the Commissioners can do to assist the 

Congressman in his efforts to let them know.    

 Rhonda Perks indicated in her position as Field Representative she is the outreach person for Davis 

County.  She reports back to him on a weekly basis.  She said it is an easy job as Davis County runs very 

smoothly.  She also works with the Davis Chamber of Commerce.   It is a challenging congressional district as 

it goes from Davis County, through a portion of Salt Lake, then down through Cedar City and St. George.  

Congressman Stewart spends a lot of time dealing with federal land issues in the southern part of the state.   

She spoke of the recently proposed land-swap issue in Bountiful City.  Bountiful City Council had the 

foresight to hold a public hearing when a developer came to talk to them before any decision was made. Many 

Bountiful & Centerville cities constituents were very outspoken in opposition.  It has been resolved.  Bountiful 

City Council will be sending a letter to the congressional offices opposing the land-swap.  The developer has 

chosen not to pursue it any further.  She thought this was handled in a way that it should be within 

government. 

 Rhonda said Congressman Stewart is very active in national security issues.  It takes a tremendous 

amount of his time.  He feels this is a critical and important way to provide oversight to President Obama’s 

foreign policy issue. 

 There are many animal issues in southern Utah that Congressman Stewart deals with, i.e. wild horse, 

sage grouse, and the prairie dog provide certain problems that have to be discussed.   

 Congressmen Stewart and Bishop recently organized the FLAG (Federal Land Action Group) 

Committee.  There are 8 members dealing with all of the land issues.  They have been able to put different 

issues in front of the Appropriations Committee as well as the Appropriations Sub-Committee on Interior 

Environment. 

 Congressman Stewart is working diligently on fully funding the PILT program which provides some 

federal dollars to certain areas where a lot of land is taken up by federal land causing a loss of tax revenue. 

 Congressman Stewart has been very critical of the Iran nuclear deal.  He is working hard to convince 

members of Congress to support a motion of disapproval. 

 Congressman Stewart is a resident of Davis County and is appreciative of all the good things 

happening here.

Chief Fielding explained that the company 

originally provided a “canned” policy in approximately 2008.  The division directors adapted the policy to the 

Sheriff’s Office to be specific to the agency over a 2-year period.  Commissioner Millburn asked if there is a 

cost inflator built-in.  Chief Fielding said that there was not.  The cost has remained the same.
