Butler worked in the same clinic.  Dr. Stewart came highly recommended.  It will be a three-year term 

beginning today and expires June 30, 2018.

 Chief Deputy Kevin Fielding, Davis County Sheriff’s Office, for the record, apologized for making 

Curtis late for the meeting.  He presented the following: 

 Amendment #2010-285E with the USDA Forest Service to reduce funding to patrol USForest Service 

lands.  Commissioner Millburn indicated the original agreement was for $7,921.00 and the amendment is for 

$7,000.00.  He asked why they are reducing the amount when the original amount doesn’t begin to cover the 

cost of services.  C.D. Fielding said it is at least some reimbursement for the work they are required to do.  

Commissioner Millburn asked why we are required to patrol if they are not paying and it is their land.  He 

replied, even though they would have law enforcement authority, it is still located in the unincorporated area 

of the county and, at the minimum they have the responsibility to respond to calls for service.  These funds are 

used by the Sheriff’s Office for patrol of alcohol enforcement, actually out looking for offenses.  

Commissioner Millburn indicated it is a much bigger funding issue for rural counties and there has been 

conversation with our congressional delegation regarding funding concerns.  It is unfortunate, although it is 

not our lands, that there is an assumption that the state or the county needs to be responsible to provide patrol, 

search and rescue, and law enforcement, with no resource to cover the expense.  C.D. Fielding noted that 

search and rescue are volunteers, supervised by deputies on patrol, so there is not much expense incurred by 

them.  Period of contract is October 1, 2014 through September 30, 2015.  Commissioner Millburn said it is in 

a list of the differences of opinion with our federal partners.

Commission comments: 

 Commissioner Petroff is looking forward to the Tour of Utah.  He’s been watching the Tour de France 

on TV.  He joked that it was not as good as watching golf.  He said you do have to respect the ability of the 

athletes (cyclists) and the condition they are in to compete.  It is neat to watch people succeed at different 

levels and different things. 

 Commissioner Smith said that the last part of Stage 3 of the Tour of Utah here in Davis County, goes 

from Bountiful’s Main Street up the hill past the LDS Temple and back down and then do it again.  It is an 

amazing feat. 

 Commissioner Millburn has also been following the Tour and noted there are a number of riders 

currently competing in the Tour de France that will actually be participating here in the Tour of Utah.  Stage 3 

starts on Antelope Island coming across the Causeway and going up into Weber County a bit through Ogden 

Canyon, which is a pretty big climb, circle around Pineview Reservoir, then climb Trappers Loop, come down 

I-84 then roll across Highway 89, and then 2 loops around Bountiful.  Your legs should be a little rubbery 

after that. 

 Commissioner Millburn went on to say he just returned last night from spending a couple of nights in 

Charlotte, North Carolina at the National Association of Counties (NACo) Annual Conference.  It was 

enlightening to engage with fellow elected officials from across the country, share ideas, listen and learn 

different things.  Rich County Utah Commissioner Bill Cox had thrown his hat in the ring for a major 

leadership position within the NACo structure.  He was glad to support him in that endeavor. Though he was 

not successful in winning that seat it did bring some presence and a bit of notoriety to Utah and what we are 

doing here.  One thing he found interesting was that many of the workshops had to do with Medicaid, the jails 

and services they are providing trying to reduce recidivism.  It goes hand-in-hand with what we are doing here 

and what the State Legislature has moved forward with Justice reinvestment, on how to slow down that 

revolving door and get people the services and programs they need prior to continue to revolve in and out of 

the jails.  It will be interesting to see how we move forward with those things.  Hopefully, we can make a 

positive difference in people’s lives and find better and more efficient ways to expend our dollars.
