They are located at approximately 3650 South 

Davis Blvd in Bountiful.  The property was received by condemnation and a tax sale remnant.   He indicated 

four appraisal companies were sent a RFP (Lifret & Associates, Cook Appraisal, Lang Appraisal and Van 

Drimmelen & Associations Appraisal). VanDrimmelen responded to the RFP and established a value of the 

1.6495 acres at $315,000.00/as-is.  Tony requested the parcels be declared as surplus, fix a value at the 

appraised value and authorize a notice of sale to be published in the Davis County Clipper.  The notice also 

indicates a public hearing to be held on September 29
th

 Curtis Koch, Davis County Clerk/Auditor, explained that according to State statute whenever we 



#2015-471 move funds or increase expenditures, move funds within a department that is located in a same fund, 

whenever we decrease expense or increase expenses, we are required to have a public hearing for these 

“housekeeping items”.  He presented and described the following budget changes: 

 Consideration of approval for additional budget appropriation requests #2015-471 for the General 

Fund.  Other appropriations will also be considered.  The 2015 County budget increases will be funded by 

additional revenues that were not anticipated as the budgets were originally adopted and/or by monies unspent 

in the prior year.

 Commissioner Millburn presented resolution #2015-470.  He read: 

A resolution of Davis County, Utah, calling for a local special election to occur on November 3, 2015 

for the purpose of providing an opportunity to the registered voters of Davis County to express an 

opinion on whether a quarter-of-one-percent (0.25%, the equivalent of 1 cent for every $4 spent) sales 

and use tax should be imposed for the specific purpose of transportation improvements, such as roads, 

trails, sidewalks, maintenance, bus and rail service, and traffic and pedestrian safety features, with 

revenues to be divided among Davis County, the cities and town within Davis County, and the public 

transit provider within Davis County. 

 

 He indicated the whereas’ within the resolution outline the specific parts of Utah Code that deal with 

this particular issue on how and when and why this has to go to a public opinion.  He continued to read: 

Now, therefore, be it resolved, that a local special election will be held, in conjunction with the 2015 

Municipal General Election, on November 3, 2015 for the purpose of providing an opportunity (as he 

pointed out the aspects as he just mentioned) 

 

Be it further resolved, that an election notice shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation in 

(according to state code).  The 2015 Municipal General Election will be held on November 3, 2015 

between the hours of 7 a.m. and 8 p.m. at the various locations. 

 

 Commissioner Millburn indicated the key part of the resolution, “Exhibit A” (as shown on the screen 

to the audience as approved by Civil Attorney Neal Geddes and read out loud), outlines the language as it will 

appear on the ballot.  He noted that because Davis County has a transit agency operating within the County,  

the agency would also be receiving part of these funds, it would read: 

An opinion question to provide funding for transportation improvements such as roads, sidewalks, 

trails, maintenance, bus and rail service, and safety features. 

Shall Davis County, Utah, be authorized to impose a quarter-of-one percent (0.25%, the equivalent of 1 

cent for every $4 dollars spent) sales and use tax for the specific purpose of transportation 



improvements, such as roads, trails, sidewalks, maintenance, bus and rail service, and traffic and 

pedestrian safety features, with revenues divided among the county, cities and town, and the public 

transit provider within the County?

Commissioner Comments: 

 Commissioner Petroff said he had the opportunity to go to Orlando to learn more about “trash” 

(municipal solid waste).  He has attended a few of these meetings over the years and comes back and thinks he 

is so glad to live in Davis County and to know that we have a great solid waste director.  At the conference, 

they listened to the different presenters talk about new technologies, how to deal with waste and how it can be 

turned into alternate types of energy.  He then can talk to our solid waste director who can explain what had 

been said and he puts it in laymen’s terms.  Commissioner Petroff realizes that we are doing a good job here.  

Davis County does something that no one else in the Rocky Mountain West is doing in the way we handle 

municipal waste by generating steam to heat the buildings at Hill Air Force Base and generating gas off of the 

landfill to provide approximately 3 megawatts of electricity.  They are also recycling huge amounts of green 

waste by turning it into mulch which doesn’t fill up the landfill space.  He said it was a good conference and 

the best part was knowing we do not live in that type of heat. 

 Commissioner Smith said it was his first time attending the waste conference.  It never ceases to 

amaze him what it takes to run a county.  The public just doesn’t understand.  They just figure people pick up 

their garbage off of the street and it miraculously disappears.  The science of it was fascinating.  The engineers 

that run these programs are very high tech.  The future is where we have zero waste.  That is the target.  It was 

exciting to see the technologies that are available.  It is different than when he was a kid and dumped loads of 

refuse at the trash heap.  Now it is science.  It is very well done.  He agreed with Commissioner Petroff in that 

we are very fortunate with the quality of people we have taking care of that important aspect of our county. 

 Commissioner Millburn indicated that due to his schedule, he has not had the opportunity to attend 

one of these conferences.  But, he echoed what the other Commissioners said, as he also sits on the Wasatch 



Integrated Waste Board, about the technologies and science that goes behind waste management.  The same 

can be said about our sewer districts, etc.  Where we are at in today’s world is mind boggling at the 

complexity and the science that is behind things that we take for granted.  We flush the toilet or take the 

garbage out to the curb.  What happens from there is really quite amazing.  The real reason why he didn’t go 

was because he was smart enough to know that Orlando in August is probably not the best place to be.  He 

was happy to hold the fort down here. 

 Commissioner Smith said going to Orlando that time of year and touring solid waste facilities adds a 

whole new dimension to your understanding of not just the sights and sounds but the smells.  It was an 

interesting experience.  He joked that the tours they went on were not popular tourist attractions.   

 Curtis Koch said “Go Aggies!”  Thursday night kick-off. 

 Neal Geddes commended the Health Department who just recently went through the accreditation 

process.  He said Lewis and his staff did a fabulous job preparing for it and awaits the positive result that he is 

sure will be coming. 

 Commissioner Millburn echoed that too.  There has been a lot of effort put in over the last number of 

years.  Particularly the last couple of weeks preparing for the site visit.  He had the opportunity to participate 

last week with the accreditation officers.  He indicated they were pretty thorough.  From the questions he 

heard coming, his thought was, if that was where they were going to place their focus and be nit-picky on, he 

wasn’t worried about the real important stuff.  It seemed to him like the auditor was just trying to find 

something.  From the audience, Lewis said that issue had been resolved.  Commissioner Millburn will 

anxiously wait for what he thinks will be a positive outcome. 

 Lewis Garrett wanted to thank Mack McDonald, Davis County Facilities Director, and his crew for 

what they did to help get the building put together and buffed up.  It was in tip-top shape, shining from top to 

bottom.  On the way out, the site visitors were very impressed with the building.  He wanted to especially 

thank K.C. Shaffer, their on-site Facilities team member.  

 Commissioner Smith is looking forward to the response.  He was going to hold his comments until 

then, but if he were a betting man, he’d say it was a “done deal.”  He is excited for what this accreditation is 

going to add to our Health Department and to our county as a whole.  It will be a great thing for the public to 

be aware of what has been accomplished.  He extended his congratulations to the entire Health Department 

team and to Facilities. 

 Commissioner Millburn said it would be kind of bad if you were the Health Department and you were 

dirty and grungy.  He commended Mack and his team for getting the building ready for the visit.
