e Animal Control Officers responded to a total of 1,173 calls.

e 489 calls were investigations such as potential cruelty or neglect,
aggressive animals, license violations, and animal bites.

e 238 calls were responding to stray and at-large animals.

e 303 calls were nuisance complaints such as excessive barking, excessive
feces, fence aggression, leash law violation, and license enforcement.
