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Animal Outcomes

Animal Care of Davis County cared for a total of 385 animals this month. 
161 pets were adopted via on-site appointments as well as off-site adoption events.  
82 pets were returned to their owners. 
61 animals were returned in the field by an Animal Control Officer. 
21 animals were humanely euthanized. 
128 of our animals were cared for by our wonderful Foster Families. (Please inquire!)

Outcome Summary

We would like to thank all those who donated their time and resources to the shelter. It's
heartwarming to see all the generous donations. There are not enough words to express
how much we appreciate the enthusiastic and undying support from our community.  
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Animal Control Officers responded to a total of 1,180 calls. 
510 calls were investigations such as potential cruelty or neglect,
aggressive animals, license violations, and animal bites. 
234 calls were responding to stray and at-large animals.
289 calls were nuisance complaints such as excessive barking, excessive
feces, fence aggression, leash law violation, and license enforcement.
